The American Chestnut Foundation identified the largest
living American Chestnut in West Virginia.

Once growing to be 120 feet tall
and up to 13 feet in diameter, according to Gifford
Pinchot, finding finding tree over 25 feet now is a rarity,
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so you can imagine my excitement upon seeing this 80-ft
monster. Luckily, this tree exhibited no signs of blight.
